Some information about the teacher (My name is Ana Kalauz. I'm a Croatian teacher.)
Welcome to your first lesson of Croatian language! 
Today you are going to learn some basic phrases in Croatian. You'll learn how to introduce yourself and greet someone.
Say your names in Croatian language. (Everyone practices saying their name in Croatian:
 Zovem se ____________. )   - 5 minutes

Greetings in Croatian and English (Handout 1)
Now I'll hand out a list with greetings in Croatian and English. (I distribute Handout 1.)
Listen and repeat after me. 
(I say the greetings one by one and learners repeat after me all together.)  - 2 minutes
Great./Excellent. Now I will greet you in Croatian and you have to listen and greet me back. 
(I greet each learner with a different greeting in Croatian and they greet me back individually.)   - 3 minutes
Basic phrases in Croatian (Handout 1)
Now look at the other expressions on the handout.
If you want to ask someone how he or she is, in Croatian you say: „Kako si?“
Four magic little words / sentences are: here you are (in Croatian you say: „Izvoli“), thank you (hvala), please (molim), I'm sorry (oprosti).
If you want to tell someone to have a nice meal, in Croatian you say:“Dobar tek!“

Listen and repeat after me. (I say each expression one by one and learners repeat them after me all together.)   - 4 minutes
