Lesson plan

Adjectives with –ed or –ing

Date: 5th October 2015

School: OŠ Bartola Kašića, Vinkovci

Teacher: Anamarija Rončević

Aims: -    to teach adjectives with-ed and –ing

 -    to develop listening and writing skills

Activities: speaking, listening, writing

Outcomes: Students will be able to use adjectives with –ed and –ing correcty and write a short
                   story based on listening to a sound story.

Materials : handouts, CD player, CD

Literature: Tom Hutchinson, Zoltán Rézműves: Project 4, fourth edition – Student's book,
                  workbook, teacher's book, CD, Oxford University Press
Task 1.
 Students look at the picture and say who or what is interesting and interested. 

Teacher explains when we use adjectives ending with –ed and –ing (–ed adjectives to say how people feel, and –ing adjectives for the thing that causes the feelings).
Task 2a 
 Students complete the chart with the right adjectives. Students compare their answers in pairs before they are checked as a class activity

Teacher  picks an adjective from the chart and asks someone to use it in a sentence to illustrate the meaning of the adjective.

(For example, I was surprised when my parents bought me a new bike. I didn't expect it.)

Task 2b 
Students complete the sentences in task b with the adjectives from task 2a. Students compare their answers in pairs and then we check their answers together.

Task 3
 Students choose the correct adjective to complete the sentences. 

(eg. tiring / tired

- You look tired.

-Yes, I've had a very tiring day.)

Task 4

Students complete the sentences with their own ideas.

(eg. I think______________ is boring.)

Task 5

Students are given a handout with a picture of a house. Students look at the picture and answer some questions - What is it? What do you think is happening inside?What do you think you will hear if you go in?

Students look at the list of verbs below the picture. Teacher reads the verbs and asks someone to make that sound or mime the action (eg. bark, cry, open).
Students  listen to a sound story and make notes of the sounds they heard. 

Then they work in pairs and tell their partner which sounds (from the listed verbs) they heard and which sounds they didn't hear. (eg. I heard the wind blowing. I didn't hear anyone crying.) 

The story is played again, teacher pauses after each sound and students say which sound they heard.
(eg. I heard a dog barking.)
Students talk about the story, what they think happens in it and say what they think about it – whether they think it's interesting, boring, frightning or amusing.

Task 6 

Students work in groups of four and use verbs from task 5 to write the story.
Students read their stories aloud.
