School: Liceul de Arte „ Marin Sorescu”, Craiova
Teacher: Mirea Ileana
Level: beginner

Type of lesson: Acquiring new knowledge- vocabulary and grammar structures; use vocabulary in context

Competences:

· to teach students and teachers some basic words and phrases.
· learn greetings in Romanian language

· learn how to introduce oneself
· acquire key vocabulary to talk about weather, food, hotels and restaurants

· practice vocabulary in context.
Skills:  speaking, writing, reading

Aims:
· students and teachers will get used to some basic Romanian words and phrases and use them in context.
· students and teachers will be able to introduce themselves in Romanian language

· students and teachers will be able to greet someone in Romanian
· students and teachers will be able to acquire vocabulary and structures concerning the following topics: personal details(name, age, job, city, country); greetings, introducing people,  numbers, colors, days of the week, months of the year, seasons, weather, food, hotels and restaurants.

Aids: handouts, worksheets, ppt, picture cards

Bibliography:

ORGANISATON – Individual work, pair work and group work

Notice: Both Ss and teachers will be referred to as Ss.
Assumed knowledge: Ss are not familiar with any of the structures introduced
Techniques: brainstorming, discussion, exercise, explanation, learning by discovering.

Materials: picture cards, handouts, Ppt.
Classroom management: frontal, individual, pair work 

Anticipated problems: the students will not pronounce correctly some words; they will make mistakes in word order, accent, pace, fluency, accuracy etc.
Time: 50 minutes












CONTENTS:

 Activity 1: presentation; introduction 
TIMING: 2 minutes
Skills:  Speaking, reading
Class Organization: T- Ss
Procedure: Students listen to the teacher who introduces herself and greets the audience, helped by her student assistants. They  learn to say „ Bine ati venit in Romania”- „Welcome to Romania”while the assistants move around the classrooms offering  small souvenirs – bookmarks with traditional motifs.
Activity 2:  practicing greetings 
TIMING : 3 minutes
Skills: speaking
Class Organization: T- Ss, pair work,
Procedure: Teacher points to some slides containing pictures, emphasizing the basic greetings in Romanaian: Teacher prounounces slowly each greeting asking the students to repeat each greeting according to the worksheet and ppt. The assistants also practice in pairs each greeting. Students repeat as a whole classroom, in pairs and individually. They are then given pairs of  picture cards with the same pictures from the ppt and they are asked to find their pair and greet each other. Ss perform the task.
AIM: To focus their attention on greetings; to practice greetings in Romanian.
Activity 3: introducing people
TIMING – 5 minutes
Skills: Reading, Speaking
Class Organization: T- Ss

Procedure:
The teacher will ask the students to repeat the following words and phrases in order to 
learn how to ask and answer to indroduce themselves or the others.

AIM – To determine students to use set structures to introduce themselves and the others ( personal 
pronouns, native countries, „What’s your name? My name is....Where are you from...? I’m from.....SS 
practice in pairs and individually, The assistants offer their own model of introducing people.
Activity 4: expressing age using numbers
Skills: Reading, Speaking

TIMING – 5 minutes

Class Organization: T- Ss,individual,pairwork
Procedure: the teacher helps Ss to learn numbers by modelling and repeating until Ss are confident 
enough to use them to express their age ( How old are you?- cati ani ai? I’m ......years old – eu am 
....ani)

Activity 5: asking and answering about what someone is/job
TIMING – 5 minutes

Skills: Reading, Speaking
Class Organization: T- Ss; SS- SS
Procedure : Controlled Practice

T. introduces the question „ What are you?- ce esti tu? and elicits answers : Eu sunt elev/eleva / 
profesor/ profesoara
AIM – To encourage students to use the structures above
Activity 6: progress check

TIMING – 5 minutes
Skills: speaking, writing.
Procedure: T. asks Ss. to complete their own identity card using all the structures acquired so far, as 
in the example. T explains that SS have to ask the right question, so that the answer should be that 

written on the ID. Ss design the ID and then practice in pairs by asking and answering  using the 
structures introduced before. Ex:Cum te numesti?- What’s your name?; Eu ma numesc........-My name 
is ....,etc.)
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Activity 7: Colours

TIMIMG: 5 minutes

Skills: Reading , speaking
Class Organization: T- Ss, whole class
Procedure: Teacher points to the colours on the slide that show up each at its turn and elicits answers. Ss answer accordingly. T then shows a suggestive picture acc. to the ppt. each in connection with a certain colours( ex. „Sun” to elicit „yellow”- „soare-„ pentru „ galben” etc).
AIM: to learn colours. 
Activity 8: The  days of the week, ; The months of the year; the seasons

TIMIMG: 5 minutes

Skills: Reading , speaking
Class Organization: T- Ss, whole class

Procedure: Teacher introduces the days of the week insisting on correct Romanian pronounciation. T asks Ss to match each day of the week with the corresponding project activity for the unfolding week. Ss answer.

T. then introduces   the months of the year and the four seasons asking Ss to match each season with the corresponding months . SS match.

AIM: to learn the  days of the week, the months of the year; the seasons.
Activity 9: Weather collocations

TIMIMG: 5 minutes

Skills: Reading , speaking
Class Organization: T- Ss, whole class

Procedure: Teacher points to some pictures on the slide that have to be matched to some weather  realated phrases. Ss answer.T also introduces the phrase „ What’s the weather like” ;” Cum este vremea”-( see slide 51-57)
AIM: to acquire weather- related phrases.
Activity10:  Meals of the day; Food

TIMIMG: 5 minutes

Skills: Reading , speaking
Class Organization: T- Ss, whole class

Procedure: Teacher points to some pictures on the slide containing traditional dishes and asks Ss to repeat after her. Ss answer. T then asks Ss to fill in some blanks with the missing „ food” words and phrases . Ss answer. T assists Ss to give correct answers. (see slide 58 and 61)

AIM: to learn meals of the day and food phrases.
Activity11: Assigning homework/Hotel and restaurant phrases

TIMIMG: 5 minutes

Skills: Reading , speaking
Class Organization: T- Ss, whole class

Procedure: Teacher points to some phrases on the sliderelated to hotels and restaurants vocabulary. T explains that Ss will have to put the phrases in the right order to obtain correct dialogues at the hotel or restauran ( see slide 64 and 65). Ss will usetheir worksheets to do their homework)

AIM: to learn hotel/restaurant phrases in Romanian.
